Akron Coating and Adhesives 20,000 square foot facilities include a state-of-the-art research laboratory as well as an extensive production area. The facility houses a 12-inch coater which can be configured to utilize several different coating methods, including nip-fed reverse roll, wire wound rod, gravure, and knife-over-roll, depending on the production requirements. Heat or Ultraviolet light may be used for curing. Second pass coatings can be applied where particularly thick coatings are required, even for pressure-sensitive adhesives. Drying, lamination, slitting and packaging equipment are available for each step of the production process. Package design, mixing, and compounding services are also offered, making ACA one of the most complete micro-production facilities in the country.

ACA has built its reputation by producing products that require rigid documentation and conformance to specifications. The facility is certified and regularly inspected by the FDA for production of over-the counter drugs.
